When first setting up the computer use the following procedure (as

to safeguard the computer during shipping, the battery will be locked to

» Attach the AC/DC adapter cord to the DC-In jack on the right of the
computer, then plug the AC power cord into an outlet, and connect the
AC power cord to the AC/DC adapter. The battery will now be
unlocked.
